Before Landing check- BUMMPFICHH:


Brakes- pressure, pbrake off, heels on floor


Undercarriage- down


Mixture- set for elevation


Mags- on both


Pitch – level attitude, prop set (not on 172.)


Fuel- on both, indicating adequate.


Instruments- temps, pressures green


Carb heat hot


Hatches and Harnesses secure


Radio:  “Kaj traffic, BAR downwind 14.”





At 1000 feet AGL (4700msl):


2200 rpm


Level pitch





Downwind turn-20 deg bank, level pitch





Radio call and before landing check- see below





Base turn- at 45 degrees to numbers. Altimeter, VSI should indicate descent.





Key position- (wings level on base, runway in sight) estimate if approach is high or low, adjust as necessary.





Final turn- no lower than 500 AGL. Verify final approach and runway clear.  Adjust turn to align with runway.
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
